Because Mary Kay Inc. provides generous administrative support for the Foundation,
more than 97 percent of your donation dollar is used to support cancer research and
programs to prevent violence. Less than 3 percent goes to administrative expenses.
This percentage is well above the current U.S. Better Business Bureau standards that
require charities to spend at least 65 percent of all contributions on their stated causes.

Finding a Cure for Cancers That Affect Women

Since its beginning, The Mary Kay Foundations™ has
awarded millions of dollars in grants to help fund
innovative research studies for cancers affecting
women, including ovarian, uterine, cervical and
breast cancer.

Grants are awarded each year to medical schools
recommended by the Foundation Research Review
Committee. This committee is composed of prominent
doctors and Ph.D.s who volunteer their time to help
the Foundation select the best recipients from across
the United States.

The Foundation also provides financial support to
nonprofit cancer organizations such as CancerCare
in the United States. In Canada, the Look Good, Feel
Better program is supported by The Mary Kay Ash
Charitable Foundations™ — Canada.

Breaking the Silence on Violence

The statistics are shocking and the reality tragic.
Violent acts, such as domestic abuse and rape, are
the greatest causes of injury to women. These acts
destroy individuals, children and families.

To raise awareness, the Foundation sponsored
a major documentary titled “Breaking the Silence:
Journeys of Hope.” Since its debut on PBS television
in 2001, this video has aired more than 800 times
nationwide. The Foundation also has partnered with
the National Network to End Domestic Violence
through funding of their Safety Net Project, a program
that teaches domestic violence victims to safely and
strategically use technology to protect themselves
and their families.
